Clerk to the Council
1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor Green and Councillor King both absent due to illness.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 1 August 2016.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 1 August 2016 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.
3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared an Other Registrable Interest in Items 9a to 9h under the Breckland Code of Conduct.
4. Public Participation.  It was unanimously resolved to suspend Standing Orders to allow the members of the public and the County and District Councillors to address the Meeting.

Standing Orders suspended at 7.33pm
County Councillor:  Noted that there is a hazardous waste amnesty on the weekend of 10/11 September at Saddlebow.  New software on the County Council web site should make the reporting of highways problems easier in the future.  

District Councillor:  Final consultation period for the Breckland Local Plan is from 19 September for 6 weeks.  Dementia Support Programme is aimed at improving wellbeing of people with dementia and their carers and is supported by Breckland Council – Activities based around music and dance are available free of charge and are also available to older people with other mild to moderate long-term health issues and those experiencing isolation – places must be booked in advance and can be arranged by either health professionals or by District/County councillors for the area. 5. Chairman’s Announcements.. The Chairman reminded members of the invitation from the Flagship Group to join them at a start-on-site ceremony at the Denny’s Walk development site on Wednesday 14 September at 3pm.
6. Street light.  It was noted that:

a. Permission had been received from Norfolk County Council to install a street light on Swaffham Road to the rear of 8 Swaffham Road.

b. Westcotec had been requested to install the light at their earliest convenience.

c. The Clerk is in the process on submitting a grant application to Breckland Council for part funding of the project.
7. Parish Partnership.  After a short discussion it was resolved to:

a. Discard the proposed scheme to install a barrier at the end of School Alley.
b. Investigate the possibility of installing a bus shelter adjacent to the layby opposite the northern Eastfields/Marham Road junction under the Parish Partnership Scheme.

c. Make initial enquiries as to the possibility of installing a pedestrian crossing on Marham Road to the north of the Eastfields/Marham Road junction under the scheme.

8. Annual Return.  It was noted that the Auditor had found the Council’s accounts to be in good order and that there had been no adverse comments on the Annual Return

11. Reports.  There were no reports on external meetings attended by Councillors.

13. Village Matters:
a. Westfields Councillor Collins advised the meeting that the junction of Westfields with Marham Road had been left in a very poor state of repair following works carried out by the electricity company connecting the Chalk Lane development to the grid.  In addition there had been no traffic control employed during the works despite there being a three-way junction.  The Clerk will follow up this matter with the District Highways Engineer.   
b. No 1 Westfields.  It was noted that the owner of No 1 Westfields had acknowledged the request to trim back the Willow tree branches obstructing telephone lines to neighbouring residences and had stated he would endeavour to carry out the necessary works by Christmas.

c. School Alley Hedge.  It was noted that the Clerk had as yet been unable to contact the house holder responsible for the hedge bordering the southern end School Alley but hoped to do so in  the near future with a request to trim back the alley way side of the hedge.

d. No 101 Westfields.  It was noted that the owner of 101 Westfields had acknowledged the request to trim back trees overhanging the footway on Chalk Lane and would arrange to have the necessary works carried out in the near future.

e. Eastfields/Chalk Lane Junctions.  Councillor Williams advised that the road surfaces at the two Eastfields/Chalk Lane junctions were looking in a very poor state following the resurfacing of Eastfields.  The Clerk would set up a site meeting with the District Highways Engineer to discuss the matter. 
f. Joy Riders.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the meeting that it appeared that the joy riders who had caused problems at the eastbound bus shelter had moved to the Community Centre where they had caused considerable damage to the grass area to the west of the building.  However, the Social Club Steward had managed to record car makes and registration numbers which had enabled the police to identify the owners and follow up the matter.

g. 78 Eastfields. It was noted that the lavender bushes bordering 78 Eastfields were beginning to obstruct the footway.  The Clerk would write to the occupier requesting that they be trimmed back after the flowering season.
h. School Alley Over hanging Trees.  The Clerk advised the meeting that the trees overhanging School Alley would be trimmed back when the contractor next visited the school.

i. Chalk Lane Development – Road Naming.  The Clerk advised the meeting that he would shortly be in receipt of a letter from Mr Spelman-Marriott giving permission for 2 of the roads in the Chalk Lane development to be named after the Spelman and Marriott families respectively.  He had advised Breckland Council that were no surviving members of the Narborough branches of the de Narburgh or Towler families to whom a request to name a road after their families could be sent.
