1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor Green, Councillor Davey, Councillor Williams and Councillor Smyth of Norfolk County Council.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 5 December 2016.  The minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 5 December were unanimously agreed and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 7a to 7e under the Breckland Code of Conduct.

4. Public Participation:

a. Public.  Need to encourage use of the Bottle Bank at the Community Centre.

b. Breckland.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that the Breckland Council Tax would probably rise by 2% and that the new contact number for Breckland Council is 01362 656870.  Breckland has received £25,000 to be shared between the 5 Market Towns and an additional £20,000 towards the Day Out Scheme.  A key housing/homeless consultation is being launched.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman advised that he will be representing the Council at a Civic Reception in Dereham later in the month.  
6. Change of Banker.  It was noted that Councillor Davey and the Clerk are still in the process of arranging meetings with banks and building societies in Swaffham to assess whether it would be practicable to change the council’s banker.

7. Planning Applications:

a. 3PL/2016/1072/VAR – Land off Low Road, Narford – condition 8 on 3PL/2013/1739/F to extend temporary permission from 25 to 30 years – permission granted.

b. 3DM/2016/0008/DEM – Demolition of 1 – 3 Lower Farm Cottages – Prior approval given.

c. 3PL/2016/1210/VAR – Denny’s Walk development – variation of conditions 6 and 13 to ‘prior to occupation’ – permission granted.
d. 3PL/2016/1084/F – Aggro Palace, Swaffham Road – construction of 11/2 storey detached dwelling to replace existing modular/mobile home – undecided.

e. 3PL/2016/1423/F – Former Veltshaw builders, Pentney Road - conversion of former office space to 4 residential units. – No objections.

8. Correspondence.

a. Mrs M Richards – letter of thanks for selection to attend RAF Marham Senior Citizens’ Christmas Lunch.

9. Reports:

a. Councillor Wilkinson.  Councillor Wilkinson advised he had attended the National Association of Local Councils in London where it had been confirmed that the council tax referendum principles have not been extended to parish and town councils.

10. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

a. D J Burchell – Clerk’s salary for December - £280.00

b. HMRC – PAYE for December - £69.80

11. Village Matters:

a.   Welcome Pack for Arrivals to Chalk lane Development and Denny’s Walk Development.  It was generally agreed that a ‘Welcome Pack’ should be provided for residents moving into the 2 new developments in the village.  The Chairman asked that all members bring along their ideas for and details of such for what should be included in the pack to the next meeting.

b. Street Lighting Along Marham Road.  Councillor Collins noted that the standard of lighting was very poor along Marham Road.  It was agreed that it would be too expensive to install additional lights but that it might be beneficial  to convert the lights to LED fittings as had proved to give a better quality of light elsewhere in the village.  The Clerk will obtain a quotation for the conversion of the lights along Marham Road to LED fittings.
c. Old Vicarage Park Street Sign.  The Clerk advised that he still has to contact Breckland regarding to poor state of the Old Vicarage Park street sign.

d. Highway Rangers Visit.  Councillor Wilkinson requested that the Highway Rangers be asked to clear fallen leaves from those areas of Main Road that have overhanging trees.

e. School Alley.  The Clerk advised that he has not received a reply from Narborough Primary Academy regarding their responsibility for the maintenance of School Alley; he was requested to take hastening action.

f. Swaffham Road Street Light.  It was noted that the connection works for the new Swaffham Road street light are scheduled to be carried out by UK Power Ltd in the week commencing 23 January. 

g. Heads of Terms Agreement. It was noted that it had been confirmed that if the developer of the proposed retail site decides to sell the site at a later date the purchaser would be bound by the Heads of Terms Agreement.
