1. Apologies.  Apologies were received from Councillor R Green.

2. Minutes of meeting Held On 6 November 2017.  The minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 6 November 2017 were approved unanimously and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman thanked those councillors who attended the Remembrance services on the 11 and 12 of November for their support.

6. Breckland/Capita/ Persimmon Homes:  

a. It was noted that:

i. The Chairman has received verbal communication from Capita who are willing to arrange a meeting with Persimmon Homes.
ii. A holding email has been received from Breckland stating that our letter of 4 October had been over-looked and that investigation is now underway and that we should receive a formal response by 19 December.

b. It was unanimously agreed that no further action should be taken until after 19 December.

7. Chalk Lane Traffic Calming.  It was noted that we are still waiting for costings of the various traffic calming options from the Highways Engineer.

8. Location of Future Meetings.  After some discussion it was agreed to continue to hold Council Meetings in the Church Centre but to use the Community Centre for meetings where it is anticipated there will be a large public interest.

11. Reports:

a. NorfolkALC.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the meeting that NorfolkALC is lobbying for the enforcement of parking regulations on the zig-zag makings outside schools and advised that details of the proposed NorfolkALC Spring Conference scheduled for 16 March 2018 will be released in the New Year.
12. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

13. Village Matters:

a. Young Cyclists – Eastfields.  Councillor Williams expressed concern that a number of young cyclist are cycling around Eastfields after dark without any form of lighting on their cycles.  It was agreed to place a warning note of the dangers of this practice in the Nar Valley News.

b. Eastbound Bus Shelter.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that the down pipe on the Eastbound Bus Shelter had once again been pulled away from the guttering. 

c. Meadow Road – Dog Exercising Area.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that Breckland Planning Enforcement had advised that as the Dog Exercising Area off Meadow Road is being run as business planning permission is required.  Regarding the nuisance complaints proof of inconsiderate parking and unacceptable noise will have to be obtained.  Details of the owners of the area will be obtained so that they may be advised that the planning permission requirements.

d. Disabled Parking Outside the Community Centre.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that he has received a number of complaints regarding the lack of designated disabled parking spaces outside the Community Centre.  Councillor Brinsdon advised he would bring the matter to the attention of the Community centre Management Committee at the next meeting.
e. School Alley.  The Clerk advised that there seemed to be some confusion as to who has responsibility for the maintenance of School Alley.  He understood that the Diocese owns the land but that when the school was built in 1987 the school alley area was set aside for the use of all residents.  It was noted that the pupils’ entrance is located along school alley.  It was agreed to contact the school proposing that the Diocese and the Parish Council take shared responsibility for the maintenance of School Alley.

f. Overhanging Tree.  The Clerk advised that it appeared that the tree overhanging 30 Old Vicarage Park is one identified as needing some attention.  He was authorised to contact the Council’s contractor to arrange a site visit and quotation for removal of the overhanging branch.
