1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor J Collins.
2. Minutes of Annual Meeting Held on 9 May 2018.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 9 May 2018 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 10 to 10g under the Breckland Code of Conduct.
Standing Orders Suspended at 7.33pm
4. Public Participation:

Public:

The question was raised as to whether letters should have been sent to more residents, other than those in Westfields bordering the Persimmon development, concerning the outline application for a further 40 dwellings to the south of Skippers Meadow.  The Clerk explained that he believed letters had been sent to the Westfields residents because of the problems experienced by those residents with the Persimmon development.  The outline for the 40 additional dwellings had been presented to all residents by the land owner at the same time as the outline for a retail site to the south of the Community Centre.

It was pointed out that a large pothole between the Ship Inn and Narborough House had, apparently, been overlooked when the other pot holes in the area had been filled.  Councillor Colman agreed to request the Highways Engineer to make good.

County:

The new Leader of Norfolk County Council is Mr Andrew Proctor.  The matter of Special Educational Needs Collection Points has been passed to Children’s Services for proper discussion.  Children’s Services had overspent by £4million in the last Financial Year.  92% of planned savings were delivered by the County Council last year.  The Titan Travel saving scheme, whereby disabled residents can travel independently, has been introduced for a trial period.

District:

The Breckland Local Service Centres are being closed in the local market towns, but there will be restricted services available in Swaffham Library on Tuesdays from 10pm to 1pm and Thursdays from 1pm to 4pm.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman was pleased to announce that 2 local families are being housed in the social housing dwellings on the Persimmon development.

6. Neighbourhood Plan:

a. Councillor Williams advised that:

i. We will require to have strong evidence to back up all aspects of any Neighbourhood plan.       

ii. To date he has had one resident show interest in becoming involved in the production the Neighbourhood Plan – he estimated that a committee of a minimum of 6 people will be needed to produce an effective plan.

iii. It is important that some action is taken to protect the village from future unwanted development. 

b. Councillor Davey asked that the costs of producing a Neighbourhood Plan be investigated to enable the Council be make an informed decision as to whether to commit to producing a Neighbourhood Plan – Councillor Williams stated that his aim was to try to produce a Neighbourhood Plan at zero/minimum cost using available grants.

7. MUGA/Keep Fit Equipment:

a. The Clerk advised that:

i. The technical specifications for the MUGA have been forwarded to Breckland Council and Sport England for approval – once written approval has been received he will be able to submit the order for the MUGA.

ii. In the meanwhile the 7 items of Keep Fit Equipment have been ordered from Wicksteed Play.

b. Councillor Williams asked that the minutes record the thanks of the Council to the Clerk and the members of the Sport & Play For All Committee 

8. Resignation of Councillor AS Brinsdon:

a. It was noted that Councillor A Brinsdon has submitted his resignation with effect from 25 May 2018.

b. The Clerk confirmed that Breckland Council are taking the necessary actions required to start the process to fill a Casual Vacancy – subject to there not being sufficient requests from residents for an election the Council will be able to fill the post by co-option after the designated period.

c. It was unanimously resolved that the Council write to Mr Brinsdon thanking him for his time as a Councillor.

9. Purchase of Keep Fit Equipment:

a. The Clerk confirmed that:

i. The S106 money from the Persimmon development will cover the ex VAT cost of the MUGA and the Keep Fit Equipment.

ii. The cost of the information sign now required under BS EN 1176 can be covered from the Sport & Play For All account.
b. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Green and unanimously resolved to purchase 7 items of keep fit equipment at a cost of up to £13,880.69 ex VAT.

10. Planning Applications:

a. 3PL/2016/1084/F – Aggro Palace – construction of 11/2 storey detached dwelling – Undecided.

b. 3PL/2017/0768/F – Willow Bank – erection of 1 block of 3 terraced houses – undecided.

e. 3PL/2017/1529/F – Shop/Post Office – sub-division to 2 dwellings while retaining retail area – permission granted.

f. 3PL/2018/0154/Var – Pentney Leisure & Bowls Club – land to be used for caravans to be occupied for residential purposes – undecided.

g. 3PL/2018/0524/Var – Denny’s walk – variation on condition 4 of 3PL/2017/0340/Var to allow phased occupation of properties no objections.

a. Councillor Williams.  The edge of the road repair at the northern Eastfields/Marham Road junction in need of further repair.

b. Councillor Davey.  Laurel hedge at southern Eastfields/Marham Road junction blocking view of road – resident has agreed to trim back.
c. Councillor Wilkinson.  Hedge along Swaffham Road from cross roads to Point House encroaching on footway.  Clerk to write to landowner and request he trim back.
