Clerk to the Council
1. Apologies.  There were no apologies for absence.
2. Minutes of Meeting held on 3 September 2018.  The Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 3 September were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

3. Co-Option of New Member:  

a. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor King and unanimously resolved to co-opt Mrs Susan Cox as a member of Narborough Parish Council.
b. Councillor Cox signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office, was welcomed to the Council by the Chairman and joined the meeting for Item 4 onwards. 

4. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.   Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 10a to 10i under the Breckland Code of Conduct.

5. Public Participation.
Public:
The Chairman assured the members of the public that due consideration is being given by the Planning Officer to the concerns expressed by them regarding planning application 3PL/2018/0928/F.

Concern was expressed regarding the large amount of plastic sheeting left on the borders of the field to the rear of Swaffham Road wood.  The Clerk will write to the Breckland Environmental Officer advising of the concerns.

The Clerk assured the members of the public that the dog waste bin outside the village store has only been temporarily removed while work is carried out surfacing a new parking area and installing new mains water connections.

County Councillor:

Every effort is being made to reduce the County Council funding gap of £100m.

County Council is returning to a Cabinet system to speed up the process of local government.
Children’s services are being re-evaluated with a proposal to reduce the number of centres while ensuring that needs are addressed at the point of need.

Breckland Councillor:

The Breckland Lottery has raised to date £13,500.

Silver Socials – there are 2 planned music workshops at the Assembly Rooms in Swaffham one on 14 November, the other on 27 November both beginning at 2pm.

A further £250,000 has been allocated to the Breckland Town Initiative – the Swaffham allocation will be used towards supporting entertainment and activities for local residents.

6. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman stated that there had been a low profile key handover connected with the first occupation of the Social Housing in Rectory Gardens.  A Formal celebration will be held in 2019 when the development is complete.

7. MUGA:

a. The Clerk advised that installation of the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) is to start on the week beginning 12 November and that the work should take 3 to 4 weeks depending on weather conditions.
b. The Chairman asked that the Minutes record the Council’s thanks to the Clerk for his work in coordinating  this project.

8. Tree Survey.  Councillor Collins advised that a meeting has been arranged with the Revd Canon Stuart Nairn for the 5 November to allocate priorities for the tree works required in the Churchyards.
9. Tree Overhanging 28 Old Vicarage Park:  

a. It was noted that only one contractor had submitted an estimate for the work to trim back the Willow tree overhanging 28 Old Vicarage Park.
b. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Green and unanimously resolved to let the contract for trimming back the Willow tree overhanging 28 Old Vicarage Park to Mr Nigel Wright, ‘Tree & Wood Services’, at a cost of £360.

11. Correspondence.  There was no correspondence to bring to the attention of the Council.

12. Reports:

a. Swaffham SNAP. The Chairman advised that no priorities had been allocated to Narborough at the Swaffham SNAP meeting but noted that the Swaffham Traffic Patrols now route through the village and that regular speed checks are being carried out in the village.

13. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

14. Village Matters:

a. Overhanging Oak tree.  Councillor Green advised that she has received several complaints regarding an Oak tree overhanging the footway along Denny’s Walk.  The Clerk will write to Flagship Housing to request the tree be trimmed back.

b. Traffic Calming Measures – Chalk Lane. 
i. The Clerk advised that Highways have advised that measures the Council requested to be included in the traffic calming measures along Chalk Lane have been rejected for the following reasons:

1. Use of rumble strips, 30mph road markings are no longer used by the County Council.
2. Gated entrance along Chalk Lane will obscure the site line for traffic leaving the Community Centre – this could be reconsidered if and when the 30mph limit is moved to the south following the 40 house development to the west of Chalk Lane.

ii. The mantle clock village sign can still be installed and highways recommend the installation of a second SAM2 to the south of the Westfields junction – this again could be moved at a later date if the 40 house development goes ahead.

iii. The Clerk will ask Highways to cost these 2 options to assess whether they fall within the S106 monies due from Persimmon Homes.

c. Review of Regulations.  The Clerk advised that both Standing Orders and Financial Regulations were due a review.  The Chairman and Councillor Davey agreed to work in association with the Clerk to present any recommended amendments to Standing Orders and Financial Regulations by the New Year. 

15. Next Meeting.  It was noted that the next meeting is on Monday 5 November beginning at 7.30pm.  There e were no particular items put forward for the agenda.
