1) Apologies.   There were no apologies submitted for non-attendance.
2) Minutes of Meeting Held on 6 June 2016.  The Minutes for the Meeting held on Monday 6 June 2016 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

3) Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor P Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 13a to 13e under the Breckland Code of Conduct. 

4) Public Participation.  It was unanimously resolved to suspend Standing Orders to allow the member of the public and the District Councillor to address the Meeting.

5) Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

6) Village Maintenance.  It was proposed by Councillor Collins, seconded by Councillor Wilkinson and unanimously resolved to accept a quotation for the Village Maintenance contract from Mr B Tucker at a cost £20 for the first hour £15.00 per hour thereafter.

7) Street Light:  

a) It was noted that:

i) The total cost for installation of a street light along Swaffham Road to the rear of No 8 Swaffham Road had been quoted at £1727.00 Ex VAT.
ii) The electricity supply connection by UKPN was £1016.00.
b) It was unanimously agreed that before the Council made a final decision on this matter that a quotation be obtained for the installation of a solar powered light.

c) In the meantime the Clerk would initiate a request for the required permissions for installation.

8) Traffic Calming Measures – Chalk Lane.  It was noted that the proposed traffic calming measures associated with the Chalk Lane development included the installation of a White Gated entrance, extension of the 30mph limit, installation of a permanent Vehicle Activated Sign and extension of the footway from Westfields to the new estate entrance.

9) Chalk lane Development – Street Naming:

a) It was noted that

i) The Council had been asked to submit 4 potential street names for the Chalk Lane development.

ii) Breckland council might accept one name for the whole estate which would bring it in line with all the other estates in the village.
b) It was unanimously resolved to:

i) Submit the Name Sandy Close as the name for the whole estate this being the historical name of the development field.

ii) Submit, as an alternative, street names of de Narburgh, Marriott, Spelman, and Towler; these being the names of families closely associated with the history of the village. 

10) Parish Partnership:  
a) It was noted that:

i) The Council had until December to submit any schemes for consideration for completion under the Parish Partnership.
ii) That most works associated with highway safety and improvements other than major schemes will be considered for inclusion in the scheme. 

b) The Chairman requested that members submit any works for inclusion in the scheme at the next meeting.

11) Bus Shelters.  It was noted that:

a) Breckland Council no longer had CCTV equipment available for use by Town and Parish Councils.

b) Norfolk Constabulary could make CCTV equipment available subsequent to the submission of a strong case for deployment.

c) The 3 incidents of criminal damage at the Bus Shelters had been reported to the police and Incident Numbers issued.

d) The criminal damage at the Bus Shelters to be prioritised at the next Swaffham SNAP meeting.

e) Following several recent follow up visits to the area the police are concerned that drug use may be involved.

12) Future Public Participation:

a) There was some discussion as to the merit of moving the Public Participation to the 15 minutes prior to the beginning of the Meeting:

i) This would give the Council better control over this aspect of the meeting which has in the past tended to overrun on occasion.

ii) Councillor Williams pointed out that although this is common practice with many councils he felt that the present system whereby Public Participation is included in the body of the meeting made the members of the public feel they are more  inclusive in the running of the Council’s business.

b) It was unanimously resolved to keep Public Participation as at present within the body of the meeting but to formally restrict the maximum time allocated to 15 minutes and individual speaking times to 3 minutes.  The Chairman or Council members would always have the option of proposing an extension to these times in cases where the subject under debate was considered to warrant this.

13) Planning Applications:

a) 3PL/2015/1180/O – Outline application for erection of 40 new dwellings at Chalk Lane – undecided.

b) 3PL/2015/1192/O – outline application for retail buildings at Chalk Lane – undecided.  

c) 3PL/2016/0005/VAR - The cabin, Swaffham Road – Removal of condition 3 on 3PL/2010/0979/F to general residential C3 use- undecided 
d) 3PL/2016/0458/HOU – River Croft, River Close – extension to bungalow including attached garage – undecided.
e) 3PL/2016/0774/HOU – 19 Eastfields – erection of Orangery and garage – No objections.

14) Correspondence:

a) NCC – request for Council to accept responsibility for street lighting on new Denny’s Walk estate – unanimously agreed that Council accept responsibility.

15) Reports:

a) Devolution Meeting.  The Chairman had attended the Devolution B briefing at County Hall and advised that a copy of the salient points of the briefing is available online at the Norfolk County Council website. 
b) Community Centre.  It was noted that the original deeds for the ownership of Community Centre land had still not been located but that progress was being made with regard to clarifying the Committee’s rights with regard to the proposed Heads of Terms Agreement.

16) Finance.  It was proposed by Councillor Collins, seconded by Councillor Wilkinson and unanimously resolved that the following invoices be approved for payment: 
a) D J Burchell – Clerk’s Salary for June - £280.00

b) HMRC – PAYE for June - £69.80

c) Westcotec Ltd – Lighting Maintenance - £167.79

d) CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd – Churchyard maintenance - £320.06

17) Village Matters:

a) Drainage Works Chalk Lane.  Councillor Collins pointed out the poor state of the grass verges along Chalk Lane following the contractors work to install drainage to the Chalk lane Development.  The Clerk would write to Highways and the developer expressing the Council’s concern at the lack of any attempt to make good.

b) School Alley.  Councillor Wilkinson asked that the school again be approached with regard to the condition of School Alley – especially concerning overhanging branches at the bottom end of the alley and the need to trim back branches that are obscuring the ‘Street’ lights on school property.

c) Resurfacing.  Councillor Wilkinson asked that Highways be requested to give advanced warning of dates for resurfacing roads in the village in the future.
d) Carers’ Handbook.  Councillor Williams advised that a new Carers’ Handbook is available to unpaid carers dealing with Alzheimer and dementia awareness.

18) Next Meeting.  It was noted that the next meeting will be on Monday 1 August 2016 beginning at 7.30pm.
