1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor D Williams who is suffering from flu.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 3 October 2016.  The minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 3 October 2016 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record off the Meeting.
3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared an Other Registrable Interest in Items 12a to 12g under the Breckland Code of Conduct. 

4. Public Participation:

a. District Councillor.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the Meeting that the Breckland Local Plan Consultation period had finished on 31 October and that the results of the consultation should be published in spring 2017.  He asked that, following a tree falling across Chalk Lane and injuring a motorcyclist, the Council ascertain who owns the trees bordering the east side of Chalk Lane immediately to the south of the old railway bridge.

b. County Councillor.  Councillor Smyth advised the meeting that he had met with the Station Commander at RAF Marham and passed on the council’s thanks for the efforts made by the station to minimise the amount of heavy traffic associated with the major works at the station from passing through local villages.  In addition he advised that towards the latter part of 2017 continuing woks on base would necessitate the use of runway 01/19 which will mean that aircraft will pass between Pentney and Narborough when taking off and landing.  He also advised that the County Council would make school closure information available throughout the winter on Facebook and Twitter on #norfolkwinter.  Information on the ‘Staying Well This Winter’ campaign is available on the County Council website and information on cold weather allowances and benefits for the old and those on benefits is available on 03005001217.  Further information on available help can be found on norfolkfoundation.com.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements. 
6. Parish Partnership:

a. It was noted that:

i. A two bay canopy shelter could be purchased for £2627.00 including installation but excluding VAT.

ii. A three bay canopy shelter could be purchased for £2769.00 including installation but excluding VAT. 

iii. The Council could apply for 50% funding under the terms of the Parish partnership.

iv. The highways engineer had indicated that there should be no problem obtaining highways’ permission to install a canopy shelter in the layby opposite the northern Eastfields/Marham Road junction.

b. It was proposed by Councillor Wilkinson and seconded by Councillor Green that the Council apply for 50% grant funding under the Parish Partnership Scheme to install a three bay canopy shelter at the layby opposite the northern junction of Eastfields/Marham Road at a total cost of £2769.00 excluding VAT.  The resolution was passed by 5 votes in favour with one abstention.

8. Remembrance Sunday and Remembrance Day.  It was noted that:

a. The Remembrance Sunday service will take place at All Saints Church beginning at 10.50am and that the Chairman would lay a wreath on behalf of the residents of Narborough.

b. A wreath will laid on behalf of the residents of Narborough at the Aerodrome Memorial on Friday 11 November at 11am.  At present it was uncertain whether either Revd Canon Stuart Nairn or Revd Canon Alan Viller would be able to attend.
c. The Royal British Legion standard bearer will be in attendance at both ceremonies.

9. Churchyard Maintenance:

a. It was noted that:

i. The CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd had quoted £1,350.00 excluding VAT per annum to maintain the Closed Churchyard.

ii. The CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd had quoted £1,179.00 excluding VAT per annum to maintain the Extended Churchyard

iii. Both quotations are for a 3 year period 2017 to 2019 inclusive.

iv. The total of £2,529.00 per annum shows no increase in the present contract cost but does not include picking up risings which is normally done at an extra cost as and when requested by Revd Canon Stuart Nairn (normally twice a year).

b. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor King and unanimously resolved to accept the quotation of a total of £2,529.00 per annum from the CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd for the maintenance of the Closed and Extended Churchyards for the 3 year period 2017 to 2019 inclusive.
10. Sport & Play For All Grant Funding.  It was noted that:

a. A grant of £1,200.00 has been received from the Breckland Outdoor Sport and Play Fund for the purchase of a small item of play equipment.

b. Councillor Wilkinson understood that an additional grant had been allocated towards the purchase of a MUGA although no official notification of this grant has yet been received.

11. Sport & Play For All Bank Account
a. It was noted that the Clerk recommended that due to the large amount of monies due to be allocated to the Sport & Play For All scheme the Council should investigate the opening of an additional bank account allocated solely to the scheme.

b. It was proposed by Councillor Green, seconded by Councillor Collins and unanimously resolved that the Clerk investigate the opening of an additional bank account for the Sport & Play For All scheme.

12. Planning Applications:

a. Outline Applications for a retail area and 40 additional dwellings off Chalk Lane – the clerk advised that he spoken with the agent and that the land owner was being asked by Breckland Council to consider moving the retail area from the east side of Chalk lane to the west side – at present the land owner was disinclined so to do.  The agent expected that once this has been resolved the outline applications should go before the Planning Committee within the next few months.

b. 3PL/2016/1458/HOU – River Croft, River Close – extension top bungalow including attached garage – permission granted.

c. 3PL/2016/0881/F – Willow Bank – erection of 3 terrace houses after demolition of existing bungalow – Undecided.

d. 3PL/2016/0982/CU – Narborough Road, Pentney Village Leisure & Bowls Club (access only, main application under consideration by Borough of King’s Lynn & West Norfolk Council) – change of use of agricultural land to extend existing caravan park - permission granted.

e. 3PL/2016/1072/VAR – land off Low Road, Narford – condition 8 on 3PL/2013/1739/F to extend permission from 25 years to 30 years for existing solar farm – undecided.

f. 3DM/2016/0008/DEM – demolition of 1 – 3 Lower Farm cottages – undecided.

g. 3PL/2016/1210/VAR – Denny’s Walk development – variation of conditions 6 and 13 to ‘prior to occupation’ – No objections.

h. 3PL/2016/1084/HOU – Aggro Palace, Swaffham Road – construction of 11/2 storey dwelling to replace existing modular/mobile home – No objections.

16. Village Matters:

a. Grass Verge opposite southern Eastfields junction.  Councillor King brought the meeting’s attention to the poor state of the grass verge opposite the southern Eastfields/Marham Road junction following works carried out by sub-contractors working for the Chalk Lane development.  The Clerk will advise the Highway’s Engineer accordingly.

b. Corner of southern Eastfields/Marham Road Junction.  Councillor Davey enquired whether works carried out on the corner of the southern Eastfields/Marham Road junction had been carried out with a view to improving drainage in the adjacent layby – if this was the case the work had not achieved the aim.  The Clerk will enquire of the Highway’s Engineer whether the work had been designed to improve drainage or was associated with the sewerage works associated with the Chalk Lane development.

c. RAF Marham briefing.  It was noted that RAF Marham had invited Councillors to attend an update briefing on the construction works associated with the introduction of the Lightning 2 on the evening of 6 December at 18.00hrs.  Councillors Brinsdon and Collins will attend.

d. School Alley and 78 Eastfields.  It was noted that the occupiers of Booth Close and the occupier of 78 Eastfields had both acted promptly to the Councils request to cut back growth that was starting to obstruct the public footways.

e. Street Light, Swaffham Road.  It was noted that a Breckland Match Funding grant of £863.00 has been received towards the re-instatement of the street light to the rear of 8 Swaffham Road.
