1. Apologies.  All councillors were in attendance.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 6 February 2017.  The Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 6 February 2017 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting. 

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 8a and 8b.
4. Public Participation:

a. County Council:  

Fostering is being encouraged via the County Council web site.

County Council is supporting the Medication & Driving Awareness campaign.

There is an on-going consultation regarding Recycling Centres.

Attempts to reduce/remove cuts to the Fire Service funding in the proposed budget have been unsuccessful.

b. District Council:

District element of council tax will rise by 9.5p per week for Band D dwellings.

There is a £3.3 million deficit for the 2017/18 financial year.

A47 Alliance – there is the possibility of improvements to the A47 between Swaffham and Dereham.

Child Services support available on 0300300123 and 01362 654515.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

6. Welcome Pack:  
a. The draft Welcome Pack was unanimously approved subject to the inclusion of:

i. Community Transport contacts.

ii. Doctors’ surgeries in Marham and Campingland.

b. The Clerk will submit a final draft at the April Meeting.

7. Change of Banker:

a. It was noted that the same restrictions will apply concerning the Clerk being able to run the accounts when not a signatory no matter which bank the Council uses.
b. It was agreed that it remains best practice for the Clerk not to be a signatory.

c. It was unanimously resolved to continue with the present banker.

8. Planning Applications:

a. 3PL/2017/1084.HOU – Aggro Palace, Swaffham Road – construction of 11/2 storey detached dwelling to replace existing modular/ mobile home – awaiting decision.

b. 3PL/2017/1081/VAR – Pentney Bowls & Leisure Club – removal of reference to holiday accommodation and to remove all time restrictions on caravan site:

i. After a lively debate it was unanimously resolved to object to this application on the grounds that:

The permanent siting of caravans on the site is totally inappropriate so close to the River Nar SSI.

The applicant has made a false statement at Item 7 where he states that the site cannot be seen from a public footpath – the site is clearly visible from the Nar Valley Way because the applicant has not yet fully implemented the conditions imposed with the original planning permission.

9. Correspondence:

10. Reports:

a. Norfolk ALC.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the Meeting that Norfolk ALC has recruited a new experienced County Officer.

b. Norfolk Health.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the Meeting that pharmacies in Norfolk are being asked to take up the slack from surgeries along with a request for separate funding for pharmacies.

c. Planning.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the Meeting that funding is available for Neighbourhood Plans and that 70% of houses in England and Wales are being built by the ‘Big Six’ developers.

d. District Job Road show.  Councillor Wilkinson advised the Meeting that a district ‘Job Road Show’ is being held in the Assembly Rooms, Swaffham on 15 March between 10am and 2pm.

11. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

a. D J Burchell – Clerk’s salary for February - £280.00

b. HMRC – PAYE for February - £69.80

c. Narborough w Narford PCC – Room Hire January to March - £36.00

12. Village Matters:

a. Chalk Lane Development.  It was noted that Persimmon Homes are still hopeful that all the roads in the new development will be adopted.

b. Footway Outside 8/9 Westfields.  It was noted that tree roots are causing the footway outside 8/9 Westfields to lift.  The matter will be reported to highways.

c. Overgrown Footways.  It was noted that some of the footways in the village are becoming overgrown in places.  The matter will be reported to Highways. 

d. Traffic Calming – Denny’s Walk. It was noted that Councillor Wilkinson has advised the owner of Corner House that it is not possible to have the proposed speed hump associated with the Denny’s Walk development traffic calming measures discarded as the measures are an integral part of the planning permission for the development.

13. Next Meeting.  It was noted that the next meeting, on the 3 April 2017, will be preceded by the Village Meeting beginning at 7pm.
