1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor A Brinsdon.
2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 4 September 2017.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 4 September 2017 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

4. Public Participation:

Members of the Public:

How long is pumping out of sewerage opposite the southerly Eastfields/Marham Road junction likely to continue?  Clerk advised this will be dependent on when development is connected to the main sewerage system but the matter is being closely monitored by Breckland Council.

Questioned the state of the new footway connecting Skipper’s Meadow to Westfields along Chalk Lane – it was noted that the path is partly constructed of broken glass and crockery fragments – County Councillor asked to pursue through Highways.  

Asked about traffic calming measures along Denny’s Walk and Chalk Lane – some measures will be introduced once developments are complete – Denny’s Walk will have speed humps and proposed to have permanent 20pmh speed limit – Chalk Lane to be confirmed by Highways. 

Inconsiderate parking along Denny’s Walk – noted.

Crossroads considered dangerous junction – noted – solutions have been investigated with Highways but expense is main obstruction to any reasonable solution.

County Councillor:

Swaffham to be included in Market Town Strategy Survey

£12 million allocated to Children In Care programme.  

County Council endorsing New Anglia Enterprise strategy.

District Councillor:

New policy for housing the homeless supported by Government Flexible Housing Grant.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

6. Persimmon Homes.  The draft of the letter from the Chairman about the Council’s concerns regarding the Persimmon Homes development was unanimously approved and it was unanimously resolved to send the letter initially to the Chief Executive and the Leader of Breckland Council only.

7. Eastfields Playing Fields Entrance. 
a.  It was noted that:

i. The community Centre Management Committee had written requesting a donation towards the installation of an additional step and railing entrance from Eastfields to the Playing Fields:

ii. It had been brought to the attention of the Committee that the present ramped entrance was too steep for the elderly and infirm to use confidently/safely.

iii. After investigation it had been decide to install an additional entrance rather than try to modify the existing one.

iv. A quote of £1200.00 had been received to install a stepped entrance with two sets of railings.

b. There was some discussion as to whether ramped entrance should be retained; it was pointed that the Committee had opted to retain the ramped entrance for use by wheelchair and pram/pushchair users.

c. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Green and agreed unanimously to donate up to £600.00 towards the cost of installing a stepped entrance from Eastfields to the Playing Fields; payment not to be issued until the Community Centre Management Committee have confirmed they will be going ahead with the project.

13. Village Matters:

a. Nar Valley News.  It was noted that the Clerk’s contact details, including the council telephone number, and details of the council web site should always be included at the end of the Narborough Parish Council report in the Nar Valley News. The Chairman agreed to produce a template for future submissions.

b. Eastfields Lighting.  Councillor King noted that some of the Eastfield’s lights are still not working.  The Clerk advised that there is a power supply problem which is under investigation by UK Power.

c. Norfolk ALC.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that he is standing down as President of Norfolk ALC but requested that the Parish Council put his name forward for election as Vice Chairman at the AGM on 20 November.  Unanimously agreed.

d. Land to South of Skipper’s Meadow.  Councillor Collins asked who would be responsible for resolving any invasion of the land to the south of Skipper’s Meadow by travellers.  The Chairman confirmed that this would be the responsibility of Breckland Council.

e. Skipper’s Meadow.  Councillor Collins noted that work has started on the installation of the bund to the rear of homes in Skipper’s Meadow that back onto Westfields.

f. New Bus Shelter. It was noted that the new bus shelter has been installed on Marham Road and that the Clerk will be submitting the necessary paper work to recover the County Councils contribution as soon as he receives an invoice from Queensbury Shelters.

g. Persimmon Homes.  It was noted that despite the fact that nearly all the homes in Skipper’s Meadow are now occupied Persimmon Homes have not released the S106 monies.

h. Proposed Retail Site off Chalk Lane.  It was noted that the planning application for a retail site off Chalk Lane has been withdrawn but will be resubmitted with the site located closer to Chalk Lane.  In addition the outline plan for another 40 homes to the south of Skipper’s Meadow should be submitted in the near future.

i. Play Panels.  It was noted that the 3 play panels have now been installed in the Children’s Play Area.

j. Village Shop.  It was noted that the Village Shop has been sold by auction.

k. Tree Survey. The Clerk advised the meeting that Narborough w Narford PCC had contributed £150.00 to cover the cost of the Churchyard tree Survey.

l. General Data Protection Regulation Training.  It was noted that the Clerk will be attending a General Data Protection regulation training session in Swaffham on 1 November at a cost of £25.00.  It was agreed that the Chairman also attend.

m. Bus Shelters. The Clerk asked for formal guidance on the council’s position regarding the posting of notices/leaflets etc in/on the village bus shelters.  It was unanimously agreed that there are sufficient notice boards in the village and that no posting of notices etc in or on the bus shelters would be tolerated and the Clerk was authorised to remove any such material in the future.
