1. Apologies.  Apologies were accepted from Councillor J Collins and Councillor R Green.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 7 August 2017.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 7 August 2017 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 8a to 8h.

4. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

5. Public Participation:

Members of the Public.  The Members of the Public had nothing to bring before the Meeting.

County Councillor:

Pot holes in the village are record on an electronic map and are being dealt with in sequence.

The future use of mobile speed vans in village locations is under investigation.

Highways England have confirmed those parts of the A47(T) that are due for upgrading to dual carriageway.  Although none are in the west of the county NCC are still pushing to have the road dual carriageway for its full length. 

Living Well Adult Social Care – NCC looking at possible delivery changes.

District Councillor:

Old Peoples’ Forum at Elizabeth House on 8 September from 1pm.

6. Persimmon Homes:

a. Councillor Wilkinson updated the meeting on the situation to date:

i. Breckland are registering to file legal enforcement.

ii. The sewerage application has been submitted.

iii. The Buffer Zone is to be enforced.

iv. The entrance/exit splay is still under investigation.

v. Traffic calming measures are still under investigation.

vi. The footway from Skipper’s Meadow to Westfields will be installed.
b. It was noted that Persimmon are still hoping to have the estate adopted.

c. It was agreed that the council, should await the result the present enforcement procedures and the continued battle over adoption before taking further action.  However, it was agreed that when appropriate:

i. The Chairman should:

Write to the Head of Planning Breckland Council and CE Persimmon Homes. 

Under separate cover write to CE Persimmon Homes re Daniel Walker’s medical condition.

ii. The Council should submit a Planning Enforcement Complaint form to Breckland Council.

d. It was also agreed that this would be an appropriate stage, depending on outcomes, to request the Right Honourable Elizabeth Truss MP to become involved. 

e. A further ‘Plan of Action’ meeting will be held once the results of the majority of the above points have been clarified.

7. Anglia In Bloom 2018:

a. Councillor Brinsdon asked whether the work on the developments in the village was likely to adversely affect our submission.  Councillor Wilkinson had been advised that this was unlikely as the judges would accept the disruption caused by such work and might even comment favourable if was seen that the works are not having a major detrimental effect on the village.  In addition, if the MUGA is in place by the time of the judging this would have a very positive effect with the judges.

b. It was unanimously resolved that Narborough would enter the Anglia In Bloom Coopetition for 2018.

8. Planning Applications:

a. 3PL/2016/1084/F – Aggro Palace, Swaffham Road – construction of 11/2 storey detached dwelling to replace existing modular/mobile home - Undecided.

b. 3PL/2017/0527/O – Church Farm Barns, Main Road – to convert former Chapel to single dwelling, existing access and driveway to remain – No objections.

c. 3PL/2017/0768/F – Willow Bank, Main Road – Erection of 1 block of 3 terraced houses partly on site of existing bungalow which is to be removed – Undecided.

d. 3PL/2017/0869/F – Hill House, Narborough Road – demolish stable block and outbuilding and erection of single storey dwelling – Undecided.

e. 3PL/2017/0997/VAR – Persimmon Homes – variation of conditions C7, C9 and C14 on pp 3PL/2012/1093/O – No objections, but note to effect that we are disappointed in lack of close monitoring by Breckland and Capita.

f. 3PL/2017/1001/VAR – Persimmon Homes – variation of conditions C7, C9, C13 and C15 on pp 3PL/2012/0928/F – no objections but note to effect we are disappointed in lack of close monitoring by Breckland and Capita.

g. 3PL/2017/1021/VAR – Persimmon Homes – variation of condition C5 on pp 3PL/2012/1093/O – No objections but note to effect we are disappointed in lack of close monitoring by Breckland and Capita.

h. 3PL/2017/1046/O – land north of 1 – 14 Swaffham Road – 6 market sale building plots + 4 affordable homes – Objections on following grounds:

i. Site not within Village Envelope.

ii. Site not identified as suitable for development in shortly to be published Breckland Local Plan.

iii. Site not sustainable due to the large number of dwellings already being built by Flagship and Persimmon, and additional the 40 dwellings likely to be built on land already allocated for development to south of Skipper’s Meadow under the Breckland Local Plan 
9. Correspondence:
a. Rt Hon Elizabeth Truss MP – offer to meet informally with council to discuss any areas of concern – to arrange once Persimmon Homes situation clarified.

10. Reports:

a. Councillor Wilkinson.  Advised that he has spoken with NALC who advise that there is no need for a judicial review of the Persimmon situation at this time – our current plan of action is the correct way ahead.

b. Councillor Brinsdon.  Advised that this year’s Country & Western Weekend will be the last one organised by Ken Bloom.  Mr George Watts who lives in the village has expressed an interest in taking over from Ken and has been invited to submit his ideas to the Community Centre Management Committee.  Councillor Brinsdon pointed out here had been a number of problems this year, particularly effecting the Football Club, which will have to be addressed for future events and covered in any future contract with the event organiser.

11. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

12. Village Matters:

a. Open Space – Skipper’s Way 

i. Councillor Wilkinson advised that Persimmon Homes have offered responsibility for the maintenance of the Open Space in Skipper’s Way to the Parish Council subject to payment to the Council of £24,565.00. 

ii. It was unanimously agreed that this would not be appropriate particularly if the estate is not adopted.

iii. It was unanimously resolved that the Parish Council would not accept responsibility for the maintenances of the Open Space in Skipper’s Meadow subject to a payment of £24,565.00 from Persimmon Homes.
