1. Apologies.  Apologies were received from Mr E Colman Norfolk County Councillor.

2. Minutes of Meeting held on 2 July 2018.  It was proposed by Councillor Davey, second by Councillor Green and unanimously resolved to approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 2 July 2018 which were signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting. 

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 10a to 10f under the Breckland Code of Conduct.
4. Public Participation

Enquiry as to progress regarding shed built in the Buffer Zone between Westfields and Skippers Meadow – Chairman advised that matter in hands of Planning Enforcement team.

Enquiry as to Councils’ views regarding combining Community Centre and Social Club Management committees – Chairman advised that matter should be taken up with Community Centre Committee and that if such a move was followed up Community Centre would have to lose charity status.

Enquiry as to possibility of future S106 monies be used to purchase community minibus – advised that Council willing to investigate but that some communities had had problems finding volunteers who were qualified to drive such a vehicle.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman advised that 7 more families have moved into Rectory Gardens.  He asked that the minutes record the Council’s thanks to RAF Marham and to R & S Van Hire for facilitating the attendance of 14 residents at the RAF Marham Families and Friends Day.

6. Co-option. It was noted that to date no one has been identified for co-option to the Council. Some residents had shown an interest but as yet had not formally approached the Clerk for consideration.

7. MUGA.  It was noted that the Clerk had received from Breckland acknowledgement of receipt of the application to discharge Condition 4 of the MUGA planning permission.  It was hoped that Sport England would be prompt in forwarding their approval of the technical specifications. 

8. Churchyard Tree Survey:

a. Councillor Williams noted that:

i. 17 trees need attention several of which are in the Rectory garden.

ii. The urgency and severity of the work required varied considerably.

b. After some discussion it was unanimously resolved to:

i. Request a meeting with the Rector and the Churchwardens to discuss priorities and a produce a time table for the works.

ii. Give priority to removal of the branches of the Willow tree overhanding 28 Old Vicarage Park to that end the Clerk is to obtain 3 quotations for the work and is permitted to authorise the work provided the winning quotation is not in excess of £300.00. However, if the quotations for work are in excess of £300.00 Council approval should be sought prior to any work being carried out.

c. The Chairman asked that the minutes record the thanks of the Council to Councillors Williams and Collins for their work as the Task and Finish Group.

9. Neighbourhood Plan:  

a. Councillor Williams advised that he had received only a couple of offers from residents to help with the production of a Neighbourhood Plan.
b. After some discussion it was unanimously resolved to put the project on hold and to try to generate fresh interest next year.
