1. Apologies.  Apologies were received from:

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 5 November 2018.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 5 November 2018 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.

Members of the Public:

Breckland had advised one of the residents bordering Skippers Meadow that Planning Enforcement have been unable to resolve the matter of the Buffer Zone between Westfields and Skipper Meadow.  The matter will be passed to Breckland Council to review the need for the Buffer Zone and to decide whether to take further action against Persimmon Homes.  Concerns were expressed that Breckland would not consider it financially viable to take legal action against Persimmon Homes for not conforming to the approved plans.  After some discussion it was decided that the Parish Council should write to the Secretary of State advising of this unsatisfactory state of affairs that has run unresolved since work started on the development.  The Clerk and Councillor Williams will draft a letter for the Council’s approval.

9. Village Matters;

a. Training.  It was agreed that Councillor Cox should attend Councillor training on 22 January at a cost of £60.00. 

b. Roads and footways.  The Clerk was asked to follow up on the potholes and footway damage reported at the November meeting.

c. Tree Overhanging 28 Old Vicarage Park.  The Clerk advised that permission has been received to carry out the work on the Weeping Willow overhanging 28 Old Vicarage Park.
d. Leaves on Roads.  Councillor King asked if action can be taken to get fallen leaves removed from village roads and footways.  The Clerk will investigate.
e. Parking on Old Vicarage Park and outside Narborough School.  Councillor Cox asked if anything can be done to ease the parking problems in Old Vicarage Park and outside the school.  The Chairman advised that past attempts to alleviate the situation had proved unsuccessful.
f. Speeding in 20mph Area.  Councillor Cox stated that residents in Old Vicarage Park and Denny’s Walk are concerned that many drivers appear to speed in the 20mph along Denny’s Walk.  The Chairman advised that the limit is now legally enforceable by the police but it is question of when they can deploy resources to carry out enforcement measures.
g. Chalk Lane Traffic Calming Measures. The Chairman advised that Norfolk County Council Highways Planning have confirmed their approval for the installation of a SAM 2 and a village ‘Narborough’ sign with ‘Please Drive Slowly’ and 30mph on Chalk Lane.  The installation costs will fall within the S106 money due from Persimmon Homes.
