1. Apologies.  There were no apologies for absence.
2. Minutes of meeting Held on 3 December 2018.  The Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 3 December 2018 were unanimously approved and signed as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 6a to 6h.

4. Public Participation:
Members of the Public.  There were no comments from the members of the public.

Norfolk County Council.   Councillor Colman brought the following to the attention of the Meeting:

NDR western link consultation closes on Friday 18 January.

Norfolk House Fires – there was a significant increase in the number of house fires in 2018 mainly due to unextinguished cigarettes.

Norfolk Fen Roads - £2m extra will be spent over the next 3 months to repair and resurface roads at 26 sites in West Norfolk – locally this includes The Street, Marham.

New Homes – a deal has been signed with Lovell Homes to build more than 400 new quality homes (a mixture of 2, 3 and 4 bed properties for sale as well as provision for affordable homes).    

Breckland Council.  There was nothing to report from Breckland Council.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman suggested that a formal opening of the MUGA and Keep Fit area be arranged for some time in January with a photographer from the Lynn News in attendance.  It was agreed to hold the event on Saturday 26 January at 10am with as many residents and their children in attendance as possible.

7. Correspondence.  There was no correspondence to be brought to the attention of the Meeting. 

8. Reports.  There were no reports from councillors on attended external meetings.

9. Finance:

a. The following invoices were unanimously approved for payment: 

i. D J Burchell – Clerk’s salary for December - £288.60

ii. HMRC – PAYE for December - £72.00

iii. Wicksteed Leisure Ltd – Provision and Installation of MUGA -- £33,429.90.

b. Temporary Transfer of funds:

i. The Clerk explained that it may prove necessary to temporarily transfer the sum of £1,000.00 from the savings Account of the Current Account to cover payments in March if the reclaim of the VAT on the MUGA has not been processed by then:  

ii. It was unanimously resolved that the Clerk produce the necessary letter of authority to Barclays Bank for the transfer of £1,000.00 from the Savings Account to the Current Account for signature by two of the authorised cheque signatories as and when the transfer is deemed necessary. 
10. Village Matters:

a. Community Centre Entrance.  Councillor King advised that some Friday Night Bingo attendees at the Community Centre found the junction off Chalk Lane difficult to see at night.  Although this ideally requires action from the Community Centre; it was agreed to investigate if improvements can be made in association with the Chalk Lane Traffic Calming Scheme. 

b. Skipper’s Meadow.  Councillor Collins stated that several residents of Skipper’s Meadow have commented on the poor visibility to the South when exiting the estate on to Chalk Lane.  Again, it was proposed to see if anything can be achieved through the Chalk Lane Traffic Calming Scheme.

c. Community Centre.  Councillor Williams stated that he is continuing to investigate the possibility of organising a number of information forums to be run at the Community Centre.

d. MUGA.  Councillor Wilkinson suggested that the Council investigate the provision of an appropriate plaque to commemorate the opening of and to acknowledge those village organisations involved with the provision of the Keep Fit area and MUGA.    

e. S106.  The Clerk advised that he has been advised that there is now an additional £21,371.18 S106 money available to the parish from Breckland Council.  He is awaiting confirmation as to what the money can be spent on.

f. SAM 2.  The Clerk advised that the second SAM 2 should be delivered within the next few days, but that he would not be deploying the equipment until he has spoken with highways as this SAM 2 is part of the Chalk Lane Traffic Calming Scheme. 
g. Highways.  Both the Chairman and the Clerk noted that the Highways rangers had not carried out any of the tasks requested on their last visit to the village.  The Clerk further noted that the current system makes it difficult to contact our Highways Officer.  Councillor Colman, Norfolk County Council, suggested that any future emails to Highways be copied to him as he had better access to the Officers and Rangers.

11. Next Meeting.  It was noted that the next meeting is on Monday 4 February.
