The meeting opened with a minute’s silence in memory of Mr Duncan Wallace who served as a councillor from 2004 to 2014.
1. Apologies.  Apologies for absence were received from Councillor E Colman of Norfolk County Council.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 7 January 2019.  It was proposed by Councillor King, seconded by Councillor Green and unanimously resolved to approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 7 January 2019 which were signed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting.
3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  Councillor Wilkinson declared Other Registrable Interests in Items 10a to 10e.

Standing Orders suspended at 7.32pm
4. Public Participation:

County Council –

Digifest – a celebration of digital film making for 4 to 16 year olds based at libraries throughout Norfolk during February.
Apprentice of The Year – competition celebrating apprentices working across the county – closes 15 February.

Early Childhood and Family Service – Includes closing of some centres and some cuts to services but will provide easier access to services for rural communities. 

District –

Employment Barriers Project - £1.5m project to help people get into or back into work.

Keeping Warm In Winter – Warm Homes Initiative to help people struggling to pay heating bills.

Breckland short listed for prestige award from National Campaign in Support of Arts.

Public –

Still waiting for update on the enforcement of Buffer Zone between Chalk Lane development and Westfields.

Standing Orders reinstated at 7.37pm
5. Chairman’s Announcements.  The Chairman advised of the very successful opening ceremony for the MUGA and Keep Fit Area held on Saturday 26 January. 

6. S106 Money:

a. The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to enable Mr G Bartlett to make a presentation regarding a proposal to use the remaining S106 money from the Chalk Lane development to re-open the Village Heritage Centre/Museum.

Standing Orders Suspended at 7.40pm. 
Mr Bartlett advised that:

The Heritage Centre based in the old Chapel had closed due to circumstances beyond the control of the trustees of the Centre.

Most of the items from the Heritage Centre are in storage and available for display in an appropriate building.
The Community Centre Management Committee have given unanimous approval for a log cabin Heritage Centre/Museum to be located on Community Centre land.

The project has the support of Narborough History Society, The Bone Mill Preservation Group and the Community Centre Committee.

Total predicted cost is £15,375 including VAT.  The equipping of the facility and future maintenance will be carried out by a group of volunteers.
The Clerk reminded the meeting that the Council is still committed to the provision of more play equipment but advised that it should be possible for the Council to support both schemes once he had costed the provision of a Zip Wire (expected cost would be in the region of £6,000.00 ex Vat) in association with a contribution from the Village Fair Committee who are committed to supporting the provision of more play equipment.  In addition Mr Bartlett has offered his services to help draw up any applications for match funding.

The Clerk also advised that he is waiting for confirmation from the Breckland S106 Officer that the Heritage Centre/Museum would be classed as a Recreational Facility under the terms of the S106.

Standing Orders Reinstated at 8pm.

b. The Chairman proposed, Councillor Green seconded, and it was unanimously resolved to support the Heritage Centre/Museum Scheme and to decide how to allocate the S106 money between the Heritage centre and Sport & Play For All at the March meeting.

7. Norfolk ALC Spring Conference.  It was unanimously resolved that the Chairman and the Clerk should represent the Council at eh the Norfolk ALC Spring Conference on the 14 March 2019 at a cost of £55.00 per delegate.
8. Town and Parish Forum. It was noted that Councillor Wilkinson will be attending the Town & Parish Forum on 21 February in his capacity as a Breckland Councillor.  No other councillors expressed a desire to attend.

9. Local Elections:

a. It was confirmed that all present councillors wish to stand for re-election at the Local Elections on 2 May 2019.

b. The Clerk confirmed that:

i. The Notice of Election will be issued on 20 March.

ii. All nominations must be delivered to Breckland Council by hand by 4pm on the 3 April – it is the personal responsibility of all candidates to ensure their nomination papers are delivered by the due date and time. 

iii. Election date is 2 May – the Community Centre will be the local Polling Centre.

iv. Results should be announced on either 3 or 4 May.

v. Formal formation of the new Council will take place at the meeting planned for Monday 6 May.

14. Village Matters:

a. Parking - Westfields. It was noted that a letter had been received regarding inconsiderate parking outside some residences in the vicinity of 50 to 70 Westfields.  It was agreed that the only course of action would be to include a request in the Nar Valley News asking all car owners in the village to be considerate of others when parking.

b. Church Electoral Roll.  It was noted that the Church Electoral Roll is due for review.  It was agreed that a notice to that effect encouraging parishioners to join the Roll should be placed in the Nar Valley News.

c. Highways Rangers. Councillor Wilkinson advised that the tasks requested at the last rangers visit had not been carried out as the Clerk’s email to Highways had gone adrift and they are now playing catch–up.  The Drainage problems at the Denny’s Walk/Marham Road junction are now scheduled to be addressed under the 2019/20 budget.
d. SAM 2.  The Clerk advised that the second SAM 2 provided under the Chalk lane Traffic calming Scheme has been delivered and will be deployed once he has purchased a set of padlocks to secure the equipment.
