Steering Group

1. Apologies.  Apologies for absence were received from Councillor R Green.

2. Other Registrable Interests.  There were no declarations of Other Registrable Interests.

3. S106  

a. It was noted that the Football Club and Sport & Play For All have already provided detailed bids.

b. Narborough Museum Group.  It was noted that the Narborough Museum Group have withdrawn their S106 bid.

c. Narborough Football Club.  
i. It was noted that:

1. The Football Club have confirmed that their bid is for works to be carried out to improve the quality of the football pitch located on the village Playing Field.

2. They have received two quotations:

a. Wright Landscaping for £9875.00 ex VAT.

b. J C Landscapes –for £15,350.00, although it was not clear whether this quote was inclusive of VAT or exclusive of VAT.  It was noted that even if this quotation was ex VAT is still higher than that from Wright Landscaping.

3. They have received a letter of support from the Barnes Print Central & South Norfolk League.

ii. It was unanimously resolved to:

1. Support the Narborough Football Club application for S106 funding for improvements to the football pitch at a cost of 9875.00 ex VAT.
2. Submit the application as Narborough Parish Council on the understanding that the Football Club will be responsible for ongoing maintenance of the pitch should the application be successful.

d. Narborough Cricket Club.  
i. It was noted that:

1. The Cricket Club’s bid is for the purchase and installation of an electronic score board.

2. The club have provided a strong case for the benefits that the score board will provide to the club and the wider community.

3. They have received a quotation of £5077.75 ex VAT for the provision and installation of an electronic score board.

ii. It was unanimously resolved to:

1. Support the Narborough Cricket Club application for S106 funding for the provision and installation of an electronic score board at a cost of £5,077.75 ex VAT.

2. Submit the application as Narborough Parish Council on the understanding that the cricket club will be responsible for insuring the equipment and for all future maintenance costs should the application be successful.

e. Sport & Play For All.  
i. It was noted that:

1. The Council has previously resolved to submit an application for further play/sport equipment following the installation of the MUGA and Outdoor Keep Fit equipment.

2. The Sport & Play For All Steering Group have recommended an application for:

a. The provision and installation of a Cableway by Wicksteed Ltd at a cost of £9,852.60 ex VAT

b. The provision and installation of a wheelchair accessible roundabout by Wicksteed Ltd at a cost of £9,004.72 ex VAT.

ii. It was unanimously resolved to submit a Parish Council application for S106 funding for:

1. The provision and installation of a Cableway at a cost of £9,852.60 ex VAT.

2. The provision and installation of a wheelchair accessible roundabout at a cost of £9,004.72 ex VAT.

4. Further Actions:

a. The Clerk will, at the earliest opportunity, liaise with the representatives from the Football Club and the Cricket Club to produce and submit the three applications for S106 funding.  All three applications will be submitted to Breckland at the same time.

b. It was noted that the Parish Council can request of the Planning Case Officer that future S106 money from the proposed second Chalk Lane development be allocated to a proposed scheme to extend the Florence Green Room to provide a tea room/sun lounge and location for the proposed museum:

c. The request to the Case Officer will require outline plans for the extension, a supporting case and provisional costings:

d. It was agreed that the proposed extension would be of benefit to the Community Centre for future bookings of the facility and would also be welcome to the community at large as an extension to an existing leisure facility.

e. It was noted that approval of the request would be subject to the agreement of the developer.

f. It was agreed that at the earliest opportunity, the Parish Council; the Community Centre Management Committee, the Museum Group, and possibly the Sports & Social Club Committee, each appoint a member to form an Extension Steering Group to produce plans and costings for the proposed extension.
