1. Co-Option of Members.  It was proposed by Councillor Davey, Seconded by Councillor Williams and unanimously resolved to co-opt Mr J Collins and Mrs R Green onto Narborough Parish Council.

6. Public Participation:

The Clerk and Councillor 
Williams confirmed that would be able to attend.  Councillor Wilkinson will 
attend if free on the day.


District Councillor.  Nothing to report due to purdah over period of local 
elections.


Member of the Public.  Expressed concerns over rubbish that appears to 
have been thrown over the fence to the west of the Old Dairy onto the 
grass verge.

7. Chairman’s Announcements.   Councillor Collins thanked the outgoing Chairman, Councillor Wilkinson, for his diligence over the period of his tenure as Chairman.

8. Election of Vice-Chairman.  It was proposed by Councillor Wilkinson, seconded by Councillor Green and unanimously resolved to elect Councillor D Williams as Vice-Chairman to Narborough Parish Council.
9. Allocation of Councillors’ Posts:

a. All Councillors agreed to continue in the posts they held during 2018/19.

b. The vacated post of Deputy Swaffham SNAP representative was filled by Councillor Williams.

10. Approval of Accounts for the Year Ending 31 March 2019.  It was proposed by Councillor Williams, seconded by Councillor Davey and unanimously resolved to approve the Accounts for the Year Ending 31 March 2019.

11. Approval of Accounting Statement for Year Ending 31 March 2019.  It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Williams and unanimously resolved to approve the Accounting Statement for the Year Ending 31 March 2019.

12. Street Light opposite 32 Meadow Close:

a. It was noted that:

i. The street light opposite 32 Meadow Close is suffering recurring failure due to water ingress.
ii. Attempts to cure the problem with sealant had not been successful due the condition of the light fitting.

b. It was proposed by Councillor Williams, seconded by Councillor Wilkinson and unanimously resolved to replace the current light fitting on the street light opposite 31 Meadow Close with a LED fitting at a cost of up to £395.00 ex VAT.

13. Oak Tree Roots:

a. It was noted that: 

i. The roots of the oak tree on the community land to the south of 10 Booth Close may be undermining the block weave paving to the rear of the property.  
ii. The oak tree is subject to Tree Preservation Order.

b. It was unanimously resolved to request the Breckland Tree Office to assess the situation and advise what measures, if any, can be taken to resolve the situation.

18. Village Matters:

a. Skippers Meadow Buffer Zone. It was noted that the Breckland Planning Enforcement Officer is recommending to Breckland Council that it is not expedient to take any action in respect of the Buffer Zone.

b. Denny’s Walk Open Day.  Councillor Wilkinson brought to the attention of the meeting the Open Day being hosted by the Flagship Group to celebrate the unveiling of the Denny’s Walk development on Tuesday 28 May at 2pm.

c. Street Light – Eastfields.  Councillor Williams asked that the meeting consider the installation of an additional street light in the vicinity of 14 Eastfields.  The Clerk will liaise with Councillor regarding the exact location prior to obtaining a quotation from Westcotec Ltd.

d. Age UK Themed Weekend.  Councillor Williams confirmed that he is still hoping to set up an Age UK themed weekend at the Community Centre. 
e. Footway Outside the Old Post Office. Councillor Green advised that the unevenness of the footway outside the Old Post Office has been brought to her attention.  The footway will be added to the itinerary for the Village Walkabout on 20 May. 

f. Church Alley.  Councillor Cox advised that the Church Alley opposite the churchyard is partially obstructed by an over grown shrub.

g. Ship Inn Corner.  Councillor Collins expressed concern that the road at Ship Inn Corner remains in a poor state. – This will be included in the Village Walkabout on 20 May.
