Inquiry as to when work on Narford Road drains will be carried out 


– advised that this is probably a low to medium priority with 



highways, therefore unlikely to be before the end of this financial 


year if funds are available.



Inquiry as to whether trees overhanging parts of Narford Road can 


be trimmed back by highways – advised that highways will need to 


assess whether they constitute a hazard and then follow legal 


process to request land owner to cut back.  Clerk will contact 


Highways Officer for assessment of situation.

6. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

7. Eastfields Light:

a. It was noted that:

1. There are two possible locations for an additional street light between 15 and 23 Eastfields. On the boundary between 19 and 21 Eastfields and on the boundary between 10 and 12 Eastfields (an expensive option as power connection will require to cross the road).

2. The resident of 8 Eastfields has already indicated that he will object strongly to both locations.

b. It was agreed that the Clerk write to residents who are likely to be affected by the installation of an additional street light, in either location, advising them of the proposal and giving them 21 days to submit in writing to the Council any objections they may have. 

8. Oak Tree.  It was noted that the Council has received no reply to the request for the Breckland Tree Officer to investigate the suspected encroachment of Oak Tree roots undermining 10 Booth Close.  The Clerk will enquire of the resident of 10 Booth Close as to whether she has had any direct contact from Breckland.

9. Churchyard Trees: 
a. It was noted that:

i. The necessary permissions have been received from Breckland for the works to be carried out.

ii. The permissions are valid for a period of two years.

iii. The present time scale for the works is 3 years.

iv. The Clerk will obtain 3 quotations for the works to be brought before the Council.

v. The quotations will include tree works in the Rectory garden which will be invoiced separately to the Diocese.

vi. Once the contract has been let Revd Canon Stuart Nairn will apply for a Faculty from the Diocese of Norwich.

vii. Upon receipt of the Faculty the Clerk will be able to authorise work to commence.

b. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Williams and unanimously resolved to carry out the tree works over a period of 2 years.
10. S106 Applications.  It was noted that the Breckland S106 Officer has been on long term sick leave but is now back in the office and started the consultation process for the S106 applications from Sport & Play For All, Narborough Football Club, and Narborough Cricket Club.

13. Reports.  There were no reports on attended external meetings.

14. Finance.  The following invoices were unanimously agreed for payment:

15. Village Matters:

a. Highways Rangers Visit. The following were noted for inclusion in the Rangers visit – Ship Inn corner brambles intruding on footway; Narborough House footway requires trimming back.

b. Parish Partnership.  Councillors asked to consider what schemes, if any, the Council should apply for under the Parish Partnership Scheme.    

c. 105 Westfields. Noted that the occupier of 105 Westfields has been directed by Highways to make good the public footway following removal of hedge and replacement with fence.  Letter of support to District Councillor pointing out that resident was not occupier of property when resurfacing last carried out.

d. Waste Bags and Barrels. Noted that some bags of waste have been left outside 1 Eastfields, the bags were not left by the resident of 1 Eastfield’s – Councillor Wilkinson will arrange for collection.  Two waste barrels have been left beside the Marham Road bus stop – they are believed to have been left by contractor working on Flagship Housing bungalows – Clerk will contact Flagship Housing to arrange removal.  

e. Trees Overhanging Denny’s Walk and 109 Old Vicarage Park.  Complaint received regarding trees from Narborough School overhanging Denny’s Walk footway and 109 Old Vicarage Park is being actioned by the school.

f. Footway outside 9/10 Westfields. Noted that repairs to footway outside 9/10 Westfields have been quickly actioned.

g. Light opposite 32 Meadow Close..Noted that the sleeve has been purchased and contractor will be replacing light fitting with LED light in near future.

h. General Footway Damage in Village.  The Clerk has received several complaints regarding the poor state of village footways in Mitchell’s Way, Eastfields and Westfields – all will be reported to Highways after initial investigation by the Clerk. 

i. Lighting on Proposed footway from Skipper’s Meadow to Westfields. Noted that Persimmon Homes have requested the Council’s views on the lighting requirements for the S278 footway from Skippers Meadow to Westfields – agreed that 2 lights will be sufficient on the understanding that Persimmon Homes are paying for installation and that the Parish council will take on maintenance once the footway is adopted by County.
