1. Apologies.  Apologies were received from Councillor P Wilkinson.

Comment that a number of hedges and trees are being allowed to 
encroach on footways and the highway around the village – agreed that in 
2 particular cases the Clerk should write to the occupiers requesting that 
action be taken and that a friendly reminder be placed in the Nar Valley 
News asking residents to ensure hedges and trees are trimmed back 
during this fast growing season of the year.

5. Chairman’s Announcements.  There were no Chairman’s announcements.

6. Eastfields Light:

a. It was noted that:

i. Two strong objections had been received regarding the installation of an additional street light between 15 and 23 Eastfields.

ii. A similar proposal had been not been carried forward in March 2013 after objections from the same residents.
b. It was proposed by Councillor Williams and unanimously resolved not to take the Eastfields light project forward after taking into consideration strong objections from two of the residents affected.

7. Churchyard Trees.  It was noted that:

a. The Clerk is waiting for quotations from the following companies to carry out the proposed works in All Saints Churchyards:

i. CGM Group (East  Anglia) Ltd

ii. Norfolk Trees

iii. Ravencroft Tree Services Ltd. 
b. Once a quotation had been accepted by the Council the way ahead would be clear for the Revd Canon Stuart Nairn to apply for the Faculty from the Diocese of Norwich.
c. Once the faculty has been granted the Clerk will be able to authorise work to commence.

8. S106 Applications.  It was noted that the S106 applications by Sport & Play For All; Narborough Football Club, and Narborough Cricket Club are still at the consultation stage with the Breckland S106 Officer.

13. Village Matters:

a. Hedge at Capel Cottage. It was brought to the attention of the Meeting that the hedge at Capel Cottage, Marham Road is encroaching on the footway and obscuring the view for drivers exiting the Playing Fields at the Norman Gates; it has also been allowed to grow around the street light at the Norman Gates preventing access to the base of the street light for essential maintenance.  The Clerk will write to the occupier asking that action be taken to trim back the hedge.  
b. Trees and Hedges along Narborough Road.  It was noted that the clerk has been approached by a member of Pentney Parish Council regarding hedges and trees encroaching onto Narborough Road.  The Clerk will check which, if any, lie within the Narborough Parish boundary and take any necessary action to ask property owners to trim back.

c. Trees Overhanging Denny’s Walk.  It was noted that the trees overhanging Danny’s Walk footway from Narborough School have been trimmed back.
