5. Chairman’s Announcements. There were no Chairman’s announcements. 

6. Churchyard Trees.  It was noted that:

a. The Diocese had elected to grant the contract for the Rectory Garden works to Norfolk Trees.

b. The Diocese has still to issue the faculty for the works in the Extended and Closed Churchyards.

7. S106 Applications:

a. It was noted that:

i. The S106 money had been split 3 ways with the Cricket Club receiving full funding of £5077.75 and the balance being evenly split between the Sport & Play For All and Football Pitch bids giving each £8146.72.

ii. VAT can be claimed back from both schemes as they are Parish Council applications.

iii. The Football pitch will cost £9875.00 ex VAT.

iv. The Sport & Play For All committee recommended the adoption of the Zip Wire at a cost of £9852.60 ex VAT in preference to the Roundabout at £9000.72 ex Vat as the Zip Wire was likely to get more use.
v. Wicksteed Play have confirmed that the original quotes which are some seven months old are still valid.

vi. The work on the Football pitch will not begin until the end of the present season (April 2020) – this could therefore mean that this could be included in the 2020/21 budget.

vii. An additional £1705.88 is required for the Zip Wire.

viii. An additional £1428.48 is required for the football pitch.

ix. Breckland have not yet decided whether they will launch a new match funding scheme which could be used by raise the additional funds for both these schemes.

x. Proceeds from the 2017 and 2018 Village Fair were allocated to Sport & Play For All - giving around £2000.00 at the disposal of the Community Centre Management Committee. 

b. It was proposed by Councillor Williams, seconded by Councillor Cox and unanimously resolved to:

i. Apply for Match Funding, if it becomes available from Breckland, for both the Zip Wire and the football pitch resurfacing.

ii. If Match Funding is not available or any bid is unsuccessful to allocate £1000.00 of Parish Council funds from the 2019/20 budget to the purchase of the Zip Wire and £1000.00 from the Parish Council 2020/21 budget to the football pitch resurfacing.

iii. Request through Sport & Play For All that the Community Centre Management Committee provide any outstanding balance for the purchase of the Zip Wire.

8. AGAR 2019.   It was noted that there were no adverse comments from the external auditor on the Annual Governance and Accountability return for the year ending 31 March 2019. 

9. Senior Citizens Christmas Lunch:  

a. It was noted that the Council has been asked to submit nominations for senior citizens to attend the RAF Marham Senior Citizen’s Christmas Lunch on Monday 2 December 2019.

14. Village Matters:

a. 28 Meadow Close.  It was acknowledged that the hedge bordering 28 Meadow Close has been cut back but noted that it is still encroaching on the public footway – the Clerk will request that the hedge is trimmed back further.

b. 1 Marham Cottages.  It was agreed to record the Council’s thanks to Mr Daren Adcock who, while the occupant was incapacitated, has cut back the hedge at 1 Marham Cottages that was encroaching the public footway.

c. Parish Paths Seminar. It was noted that if the Council’s Paths Officer is unable to attend, the Clerk will attend the Parish Paths seminar to be held at the Narborough Community Centre on 28 October. 

d. Denny’s Walk – OpenReach Box.  Councillor Wilkinson pointed out that the hedge bordering Narborough Primary School and Denny’s Walk needs cutting back as it is encroaching on the BT OpenReach Box.
e. School Alley.  Councillor Wilkinson asked that Narborough Primary School be requested to arrange to have the leaves swept up along School Alley which is the primary route for children attending the school.

f. Village Walkabout. It was agreed that the Clerk arrange another Village Walkabout with our Highways Engineer and Councillors to identify any works that require action.
g. Community Information Event. It was noted that RAF Marham is holding a Community Information event at the Sandringham Centre on Wednesday 30 October t 2pm and 6pm. 

h. No Drone Zone.  It was noted that the village now falls within the No Drone Zone for RAF Marham and that anyone flying drones without authorisation will be liable to prosecution under the Air Navigation Act.  Appropriate signage will be displayed around the village with particular attention to the Playing Field and Community Centre area.
