1. Election of Chairman.  It was proposed by Councillor Wilkinson, Seconded by Councillor Davey and unanimously resolved, with one abstention, that Councillor D Williams be elected Chairman of Narborough Parish Council for the year 2020/2021.

2. Apologies.  Apologies were received from Councillor R Green.
3. Minutes of Meeting Held on 6 April 2020.  It was proposed by Councillor Bentley, seconded by Councillor Wilkinson and unanimously resolved to approve the Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 6 April 2020.

4. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  There were no Declarations of Other Registrable Interests under the Breckland Code of Conduct.

5. Election of Vice-Chairman  It was proposed by Councillor Williams, seconded by Councillor Collins and unanimously resolved, with one abstention, to elect Councillor Wilkinson as Vice-Chairman  of Narborough Parish Council for the year 2020/2021.

6. AGAR 2020.  It was noted that the updated timetable for the submission of the 2020 AGAR had been received from PKF Littlejohn and that the Clerk expected to be able to submit the Accounting Statement and relevant documents for approval at the June Meeting.

7. Applications for Match Funding.  It was noted that due to the impact of COVID 19 at Breckland Council all decisions on applications for Match Funding have been postponed and that this will mean a delay in a decision on MaTch Funding for the Cableway.

8. Football Pitch Resurfacing.  It was noted that the Football club hoped to commence resurfacing of the pitch as soon as the contractor was released from the COVID 19 lockdown restrictions.

9. Annual Governance Statement:

a. The Council satisfied itself that it fulfils the requirements of the Annual Governance Statement. 

b. It was proposed by Councillor Collins, seconded by Councillor Davey and unanimously resolved to complete and sign the Annual Governance Statement for the Year Ending 31 March 2020.

10. S137 Donation:

a. It was noted that Norfolk and Suffolk 4 x 4 Response have been, and continue to be, involved in providing volunteers to deliver essential medical supplies and equipment to local hospitals throughout the present COVID 19 crisis.

b. It was proposed by Councillor Davey, seconded by Councillor Collins and unanimously resolved under Section S137 to make a donation of £60.00 to Norfolk and Suffolk 4 x4 Response.

ii. Thanked, on behalf of the Council, Councillor Collins for his guidance and leadership during his time as Chairman of the Council.

iii. Agreed to investigate the use of ‘Zoom’ to replace ‘Teams’ as app to facilitate future virtual meetings.
