1. Apologies.  The Council received apologies for absence from Councillor R Green.

2. Minutes of Meeting Held on 4 May 2020.  It was proposed by Councillor Davey, Seconded by Councillor Wilkinson and unanimously resolved to approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 4 May 2020.


3. Declarations of Other Registrable Interests.  There were no Declarations of Other Registrable Interests under the Breckland Code of Conduct.
4. Annual Independent Internal Auditor’s Report.  It was noted that the Independent Internal Auditor has completed the Annual Internal Audit report for the Annual Governance and Accountability Return (AGAR) 2019/20.

5. Approval of Accounts.  It was proposed by Councillor Williams, seconded by Councillor Davey and unanimously resolved to approve the Accounts for the Year Ending 31 March 2020.

6. AGAR 2020.  It was proposed by Councillor Bentley, Seconded by Councillor Collins and unanimously resolved to approve the AGAR 2020.

7. Explanation of Variances.  It was noted that an Explanation of Variances for the Year Ending 31 March 2020 has been submitted to the Council and that a copy will be made available on the Council Website. 

8. Expenditure In Excess of £100.  It was noted that a list of Expenditures in Excess of £100 over the Year ending 31 March 202 has been submitted to the Council and that a copy will be made available on the Council Website.  

9. Finance.  The following Invoices were unanimously approved for payment:

a. D J Burchell – Clerk’s Salary for May – £288.60

b. HMRC – PAYE for May - £72.00

c. CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd – Spray churchyard paths - £72.00

d. CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd – Mow Churchyards April - £348.00

e. CGM Group (East Anglia) Ltd – Prune Hawthorn hedge - £70.80

f. Westcotec Ltd – Lighting Maintenance Jan to March - £167.79

10. Village Matters:

a. County Council. Councillor Colman advised that:

i. The Ashill Recycling Centre has reopened.
ii. The County Council has set up a Care homes Support Plan whereby a virtual incident room is being used to provide financial support to Care Homes subject to a COVID 19 outbreak.

iii. COVID 19 has resulted in an additional cost of to the County Council of £20m and they are waiting to hear what support may be forthcoming from the government.

b. Breckland Council.  Councillor Wilkinson advised that Breckland Council has introduced Operation Beacon to ensure that residents can shop in the knowledge that all commercial outlets and town centres are complying with government regulations regarding COVID 19.

c. Councillor Davey.  Noted that the ‘Narborough’ sign at the western entrance to the village has not yet been replaced   Councillor Wilkinson advised that the sign was available but that installation had been over taken by COVID 19; Councillor Colman agreed to see if he could hasten the process of reinstallation.
d. Councillor Collins.  Asked if the MUGA and Outdoor Keep Fit equipment could now be made available for use.  After a brief discussion it was agreed that these facilities should remain closed until clearer guidance was made available from the government.

e. Councillor Bentley.  Was pleased to note that Persimmon Homes had reacted positively to her report concerning an unserviceable street light in Skipper’s Meadow.

f. Councillor Wilkinson.  Noted that a number of complaints have been received concerning excess rubbish in some gardens belonging to Housing Association tenants.  He has reported the matter to the appropriate associations.
g. The Clerk.  Advised that:

i. He has reactivated the SAM 2 machines along Marham Road.

ii. He has asked CGM Group to provide a quotation to make safe the Oak Tree in the extended Churchyard; the tree has split and is overhanging the footpath round the pond.

iii. The main entrance to Rectory Gardens has now been adopted by the County Council and the Parish Council is now responsible for the maintenance of the two street lights along the roadway.

11. Next Meeting.  It was noted that the next meeting is on Monday 6 July; this meeting may be held ‘face to face’ if a suitable location can be identified for the meeting.
